Introduction 

The Fairbanks North Star Borough’s (FNSB) third quarter economy can best be described as “slow 

and steady.”  During this period energy prices began to recede from record highs, home sales held 

steady with prices returning to 2006 levels, and unemployment and job growth increased slightly.  

The Stryker Brigade deployed, resulting in increased vacancy rates.  Foreclosures returned to decade 

level averages, but defaults rose above historic averages for the same period.  Tourism, as reflected in 

bed taxes, grew slightly; but RV related services were down. Overall, the Fairbanks North Star 

Borough continued to hold its own during difficult times around the nation and the world.   

 

Real Estate 

Home sales 

Early indications are that the 2008 construction season had a strong commercial construction 

component; however, new residential construction was light, with the work shifting to additions, 

rehabs and energy upgrades.  Many of the energy upgrades are continuing into the winter season.  

This lack of new residential construction had a dampening effect on average residential sales price, 

due largely to the fact that new homes cost more than existing homes and thus tend to drive up the 

average sales price.  The small adjustment in sales prices suggests that values are stable in most 

categories.  

 

Specifically in September (see Table 1), the number of homes listed and closed in the Fairbanks area 

continued to be higher than in 2006, but similar to 2007.  The average number of days on market 

returned to a more typical level and the average number of sales increased (8%) over 2007.  This 

appears to be a market that has cooled down from its 2006 peak and remains reasonably healthy.  

September list and sales prices have decreased 14% and 7% respectively; many would argue that 

these prices are more realistic.

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The year-to-date trend depicted in Table 2 tells a different story.  Here the 2006 and 2007 figures for 

numbers of sales and days on market are much more similar than the 2007 and 2008 figures, 

presumably reflecting the market’s slow cooling through the third quarter of 2007.  However, the 

average year-to-date sales price has continued to increase, though slightly, while the median sales 

price decreased over 2007.  This may reflect the purchase of more modest homes in 2008 and the 

paucity of new, more expensive homes available for purchase. Overall, both the year-to-date and 

September sales reflect a flat, but stable housing market.

Vacancy Rates 

 

Professionally Managed Properties 

The Community Research Quarterly vacancy rate measures a specific universe of rentals – managed 

properties.  This sample survey was developed in 1974 and has been used to estimate a quarterly 

vacancy rate ever since. This vacancy calculation excludes all un-managed properties, including 

duplexes, triplexes, cabins, single family residences, condos or mobile homes.  The third quarter 

vacancy rate for this type of property was 15.6%. 

 

In the second quarter of 2007, 400 units of Birchwood housing were added to the FNSB Community 

Quarterly managed property list.  These 3, 4, and 5 bedroom unit apartments were built for Army 

families and rent for $1770 to $2470 a month – a unique high end portion of the Fairbanks rental 

market.  This has resulted in a slow rent-up and a higher than normal managed property vacancy rate.  

In September 2008, the Stryker Brigade deployed.  While more than 90% of the military dependents 

remained in Fairbanks, the troop deployment also impacted the rental market.  Finally, some of the 

vacancies are due to a different pattern of apartment availability.  For example, Wedgewood usually 

pulls apartments off the market during the summer and puts some back on the market in winter. This 

year, they put 100 units on the market, compared to 47 in 2007 and 6 in 2006.  

 

 All Rental Properties 

The FNSB Economic Development Division has developed a second vacancy rate calculation to 

reflect vacancies in managed and unmanaged rental units.  This vacancy rate is derived from the 

FNSB Assessors residential property database and the FNSB Community Research Quarterly (Fall, 

2008) housing units available for rent survey.  Using the following formula, the vacancy rate for 

managed and unmanaged properties is 5.1% up from 3.1% in summer 2008 (see Table 3).

Foreclosures & Defaults 

 

In the third quarter 2008, bankruptcies returned to the third quarter average for this decade, 41.

Defaults were up to 72 from a 2000 - 2008 third quarter average of 34, and a 2007 third quarter level 

of 30.  Defaults began declining after the third quarter, most probably due to the arrival of Alaska 

Permanent Fund Dividends and Resource Rebates; this should be more visible in the Winter FNSB 

Community Quarterly.  

 

 

Energy 

 

During much of the third quarter, petroleum product costs were at record levels driving up overall 

energy costs.  Heating oil prices were up 37% over the same period last year, driving many people to 

improve their home’s energy efficiency and to make arrangements to heat with other fuels.  The 

impact on the Fairbanks community included reduced travel on the part of FNSB residents and 

reduced RV tourist traffic.  Many people partnered with the FNSB and the state to find solutions to 

these energy costs. Energy prices began trending down in August and continued decreasing through 

September and into the next quarter, which brought relief to many local residents.  The FNSB and its 

partners continue to pursue other long-term solutions that will provide affordable energy to the FNSB. 

 

 

Employment  

 

As with much of the Fairbanks North Star Borough economy, employment was largely flat. The 

FNSB economy grew by 100 jobs in the third quarter 2008, a 0.5% year-to-date increase over the 

same period in 2007.  Third quarter unemployment averaged 5.3%, a 0.6% increase over third quarter 

2007 third quarter, but significantly less than the U.S. average (6%) which increased 1.4% over the 

third quarter 2007.  

 

 

Tourism 

 

Like much of the FNSB economy, the third quarter and year-to-date tourism (as reflected by bed tax) 

were largely flat (2.4%, 2.5% respectively) compared to the same periods in 2007.  Given the high 

cost of petroleum products, this was a healthy season.  The number of people entering Alaska via the 

Alaska Highway was down 19% over 2007, while the number of people exiting was down 12%.  No 

doubt much of this was related to fewer tourists and Alaskans driving in and out of the state.

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Military 

 

In September of 2008, the Stryker Brigade deployed for their second tour of Iraq.  Ft. Wainwright 

reports that approximately half of the 4,000 troops had dependents in Fairbanks, and between 90 and 

95% of those dependents remained in the Fairbanks area (personal communications, L. Douglass, Ft. 

Wainwright PIO, 11/24/08).  This compares favorably with the approximately 80% of dependents that 

remained in Fairbanks during the fall 2006 deployment.  During the third quarter, approximately 400 

troops returned home from a year-long deployment in Iraq, another 150 to 200 troops are expected 

back in December 2008.  The military population estimates reflect an increase of 266 troops (7%) 

over second quarter 2008, although they also reflect a 4% decrease when compared with third quarter 

2007.  The reason for this decrease is unclear.  

 

Social Indicators 

 

The number of people receiving Alaska Temporary Assistance for the second quarter of 2008 was 

down slightly over 2007.  Requests for Adult Public Assistance were up 3%, Food Stamp cases were 

up 11%, and General Relief was up from 6 cases in 2007 to 18 cases in 2008.  The State Division of 

Public Assistance reports seeing a significant increase in food stamp requests from working people, 

most requests stem from high energy prices and the attendant high food prices (M. Thibodeau, 

personal communications, 11/25/08).   

 

Summary 

 

In conclusion, the Fairbanks North Star Borough’s economy was flat but stable during the third 

quarter of 2008.  Both job growth and unemployment grew slightly.  Housing sales were steady, with 

little new residential construction and housing inventory continuing to be slowly absorbed by the 

market.  The Stryker Brigade deployed this September, which appears to be correlated with an 

increase in rental vacancies.  Managed property vacancy rates were up significantly to 15.6%; but the 

broader rental market vacancies increased to a much healthier 5.1%.  Energy costs have been 

returning to 2007 levels, which should help ease some of the impact that extremely high energy costs 

had on discretionary spending.  However, it is important to remember that $70/barrel oil is not 

sustainable and significantly impacts discretionary spending.  Therefore, the community still needs to 

pursue solutions that ensure affordable energy for the long term.  The Fairbanks North Star Borough 

economy remains reasonably healthy, largely due to the continued strength of natural resource 

extraction industries that it services and its large government sectors.

NOTE:         S. 256, the Bankruptcy Abuse Prevention and Consumer Protection Act of 2005 (the "Act") provides, at Section 1501, a general 

effective date of 180 days from the date of enactment. Section 1501 further provides that the Act's amendments are applicable only to cases filed 

on or after the effective date.  Attorneys anticipate a rush of clients in the months leading up to October 17, trying to file before the changes take 

effect. Those who do not make that deadline will face a longer, more difficult process, involving more paperwork and, possibly, less relief at the 

end. The Act is expected to discourage consumers from filing personal bankruptcies and for those who file, to be more expensive in terms of 
attorneys' fees as well as more being paid to creditors due to the means test.
