Methods of
Payment We accept cash, debit, credit cards or local checks. There is an ATM across the street at the
Tesoro station if you need cash for this transaction.

2. Don’t Eat Us - All small animals adopted from the shelter (i.e. mice, rats, rabbits) are pets and may
not be adopted as food for other animals.

3. Refund Policy - Pets returned within 10 days are entitled to a refund of the adoption fee.

4. Vaccines/Meds Given - While caring for the pets at the Shelter we may administer vaccinations or
medication. The kennel paperwork will show what treatments and vaccinations your pet has received while
at the Shelter.

5. Rabies Vaccine Requirement - The State of Alaska law requires all ferrets to have a current
rabies vaccination. There is a $15 rabies vaccination fee if your pet is not current at the time of adoption.
Vaccinations require periodic boosters. Check with your veterinarian for a timetable.

6. Transition Techniques - Please be aware that all adopted animals will go through a transition
period. Allow your new pet time to adjust to his/her new surroundings. Feel free to contact us if you have
any questions. We have many free educational pamphlets for your use if you have training and behavior
guestions.

7. Future Veterinary Needs - The Animal Shelter does not have a staff veterinarian and we cannot
prescribe medication. If your pet becomes ill after leaving the shelter contact your veterinarian for treatment
